| just finished this book yesterday, as a "random pick read" from my local library. | am very fortunate
to have stumbled across it. If you enjoy ’science fiction’ which is not so much about 'teleporting,
laser cannons, and space travel’ (i.e., based in ’extreme tech’) but rather which takes current issues
in society; teases them into a possible future ‘'what if..." carried to the Nth degree (somewhat
absurdly, although how much so remains to be debated in this case) -- then you will love this book.
The story reads incredibly well, is engaging, and succeeds at presenting a future which is both
utterly horrific and entirely recognizable. It addresses a fairly wide range of themes spanning work
and our place in society; society and its place in our lives; love; death; religion; advertising and
media; communication and relationships; corporations, growth and ’progress’; and the overlap of all
these themes in people and how they live their lives. Even if you don’t particularly care for a book
which has ’a lot to say’ this is an excellent and enjoyable read that can be simply taken for an

entertaining and engaging story if that is all you feel like :-)

Some have compared Magnason’s style to that of Vonnegut, which is apt. This is a cautionary tale,
well-written and prophetic to some degree. If you enjoyed Brave New World or 1984, then you'll

probably enjoy this novel. If that's not your bag, then you might want to try something else.
